WHEN IS THE DIRTY DASH?

The Dirty Dash Salt Lake City 5K - Saturday, June 4, 2011 - Waves begin at 9:00 A.M.

The Dirty Dash Seattle 10K - Saturday, July 9th, 2011 - Waves begin at 9:00 A.M.

The Dirty Dash Billings 5K - Saturday, July 30th, 2011 - Waves begin at 9:00 A.M.

The Dirty Dash Spokane 10K - Saturday, August 20th, 2011 - Waves begin at 9:00 A.M.

The Dirty Dash Boise 10K - Saturday, August 27, 2011 - Waves begin at 9:00 A.M.

The Dirty Dash Salt Lake City 10K (with 5K Shortcut!)- Saturday, September 17, 2011 - Waves begin at 9:00 A.M. and Saturday,

September 24, 2010 - Waves begin at 9:00 A.M.

The O.Zone Fitness Dirty Dash Corporate Cup Salt Lake City 5K - Saturday, September 24, 2011 - Waves begin at 3:30 P.M

The Dirty Dash starts at 9:00AM with solo waves followed by the team waves.  There will be a break for the Piglet Plunge around noon

and the kids will run between 12:30PM and 1:00PM.  The afternoon session will begin with more solo waves followed by team waves

again.  The parking lot opens at 7:00 A.M.  Arrive an hour or so before your start time in order to relax, stretch, shake out the pre-race

jitters, and size up the competition; be prepared without a last minute rush.

The O.Zone Fitness Dirty Dash Corporate Cup in Salt Lake City starts at 3:30 P.M. with only team waves.  Teams can be anywhere from

5-20 people. 

HOW DOES THE O.ZONE FITNESS DIRTY DASH CORPORATE CUP WORK?

The Corporate Cup is a 5K team race in Salt Lake City that will include waves from 3:30 - 5:30 pm on September 24, 2011.  The winning

team will get serious bragging rights, a big ol' trophy to keep in their office for the year (like the Stanley Cup though, that baby has to be

earned year after year), free entry to next year's Corporate Cup, 3 months of free services from O.Zone Fitness and custom t-shirts.  Not

too shabby.

HOW FAR IS THE DIRTY DASH?

5 or 10 kilometersJor for you AmericansJ3.1 or 6.2 miles...and don’t forget the Piglet PlungeJa short fun mud run for kids 12 and

under.

HOW DOES THE TEAM RACE WORK?

Team Race: Each member of the 5 to 20 person team runs the entire course and may help each other along. If you decide to run ahead

of your team, there will be a waiting area for faster team members (before the final mud pit) where you will reunite as a team. The clock

stops when the entire team crosses the finish line together. Any team that does not have all team members finishing at the same time will

be subject to public shaming.  Rules for celebration are undefined.  Feel free to clasp hands, smack bottoms, or open mouth kiss.

Individual Race: The individual division is run with all other individual participants prior to the team division start.

IS THERE AN AGE LIMIT?

Yes.  If you are over the age of 106...we will not allow you to run.  As for an AGE MINIMUM..if you are under 14 you must have an adult

running with you the entire race and sign the waiver.   The age limit for the Piglet Plunge is 12 years old.

WHO WILL BE BENEFITTING FROM THIS RUN?

The Dirty Dash will be benefiting your cardiovascular system, body image, the Soldier Hollow Legacy Foundation (Salt Lake City), the

YMCA (Spokane, Boise, and Billings), Hopelink (Seattle) and The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society (Salt Lake City).  All races will also

have a HOG WASH where you can purchase balloons to throw at the participants which will benefit a small local charity.

WILL THERE BE SOMEONE TAKING PHOTOS?

Yes.  The Dirty Dash is sure to be one of the best photo opps of 2011, but also one of the surest ways to lose your camera in the mud. To

solve this dilemma we have enlisted a team of professional photographers (with expensive equipment and liberal insurance policies) to

crawl into the trenches and do the dirty work for you. Flo-Foto (www.flo-foto.com) will have their photographers positioned throughout the

sloppiest sections of the course in order to capture every individual and team in their dirtiest, sloppiest moments. The filthy photos will

then be swiftly posted on the web (where else?) to view for free or purchase at literally nickels on the dollar.  Please put your race

numbers on the FRONT if you want your pictures. 

WHAT SHOULD I BRING?

Bring a towel, a bag for your dirty clothes and shoes, and a smile.  We will have a way for you to clean off...so don't worry about your car

on the drive home.

WHAT IF IT RAINS?

If you’re asking this question, shame on you, your glass is half empty.  If it rains, even better, more mud! The Dirty Dash goes on, rain or

shine.

WILL YOU HAVE A KID'S DIRTY DASH?

Yes. The Piglet Plunge will be the highlight of your child's life to this point.  They must be over age 2 and under age 12 to run in the kid's

race.  You must accompany your child during the race.  Registration is $5 online at the same time as a normal registration, at packet

pick-up or on the day of the event at the race headquarters.  The race will be about 1 Mile and include the Slop n' Slide, Hog Wash and

Pig Sty.  All children must be respectful of other children, pushing or splashing will result in being removed from the kid's race area for

the day and subject to grounding at their parent’s discretion.  We are limiting the Piglet Plunge to 1,500 kids.  You will also need to sign a

waiver for them before they will receive a sweet Dirty Dash Tattoo (temporary of course) to show that they can participate on race day.  It

should probably begin between 12:30pm and 1pm.

CAN I JUST COME AND WATCH?

Feel free to walk around and view the race course. We will also have water balloons available for purchase.  All the money goes to charity

and you get to throw the balloons at the participants during the “HOG WASH”!

WILL YOU HAVE ENTERTAINMENT DURING AND AFTER THE RACE?

This whole race is entertainment!  Check out the mud pit for some awesome mud dives and the Piglet Plunge fun run.  We will also have

other fun activities after the race.
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
